As we now start the second half of Autumn 1, I would like to highlight one of the key factors  that 

plays a huge part your child’s success in school, regular attendance. 

Consistent attendance not only plays a role in your child’s academic achievements but also building 

strong routines and friendships and ensuring your child is engaged in their learning journey. 

Every day counts and absences whether authorised or unauthorised can lead to gaps in your child’s 

learning.  

We understand that absence due to illness or exceptional circumstances can sometimes be unavoidable 

but we ask for your continued support to ensure that your child attends school every day. 

School policy now allows for the administration of calpol/liquid paracetamol so if your child becomes 

unwell in school with a minor ailment ie headache, this can be administered (with your authorisation) 

to help them through the rest of the day.  We will also accept calpol/liquid paracetamol being brought 

from home and into school, via the school office, to assist your child during the day with any minor 

illness ie colds, headaches. 

We would also ask that any medical appointments where possible are made out of school hours. If your 

child needs to attend an appointment could you please ensure confirmation of this is submitted to the 

school office prior to the appointment. 

If you experiencing anything that may be affecting your child’s attendance then please do contact the 

school office and we will be happy to try and work with you to remove any barriers to regular 

attendance. 

We have made a great start to 25/26 with a whole school attendance today @ 98.8% which is well 

above the national average. Lets all work together to keep our attendance strong.
