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Parent/Carer survey feedback

Thank you so much to everyone who completed the survey - feedback is always valuable and allows us to have your insight to your child’s schooling
with us. When feedback is sought, it is important that it is acted upon so I want to share the findings and some adaptiations and updates to move

forwards.
The feedback shows that over 95% of parents/carers agreed or strongly agreed that their child feels happy at school and over 95% of parents feeling
their child is safe at school. 90% of parents/carer believe that the children in school are well behaved and 97% of parents/carers said that either their

child hasn’t experienced bullying or if they have, school have dealt with it quickly and effectively.

The areas that have been highlighted for school to consider sit around communication regarding the learning of the children and also clubs.

So, what does this mean and what will you see?
The school website is currently being looked at in terms of refreshing the curriculum content available for parents/carers so there is a clear yearly and

termly overview of all of the subjects and topics taught. The use of the class Instagram pages will continue to showcase the classroom learning, with
class teachers now sharing a quick video of what to look forward to each term.  The parent’s evening appointments on 27th March will see class

teachers updating parents/carers on the academic learning of the children.
