I am thrilled to inform you that, as part of our History curriculum focusing on Vikings, we have organized a visit to the 

JORVIK Viking Centre on Friday, May 2nd. This excursion offers an incredible opportunity for our students to 

explore lifelike mannequins and life-size dioramas that vividly depict Viking life in the city.

The coach will be leaving school promptly at 9.30am so please ensure that your child is at school at 8.45am for 

registration to ensure timely preparations.  We will be aiming to arrive back at school at 2.30pm.  A packed lunch 

will be provided for children eligible for free school meals (FSM). A dinner form will be given to those 

children nearer to the date. All other children should provide their own lunches in a disposable bag. Please 

remember not to pack nut-based products, sweets, or fizzy drinks. 

 

Children will need to wear their school uniform with a suitable coat and trainers as we will be walking around the 

different extensive exhibitions and displays. Please could you also ensure they bring a backpack to carry their lunch 

and water bottles in. Please do make sure they bring a water bottle. 

 

The cost of the trip is £19.10 pp  and is payable no later than Friday 25th April 2025.  Please give your consent, 

medical information and to cover the expenses for the trip, kindly make the payment through your ParentPay account.  

Please note Apple Air tags or other tracking devices MUST not be used. If a child is found in possession of such device 

they will be unable to attend the trip. 

A special thanks to PTA who have agreed to contribute towards the cost of transport enabling us to keep the price to 

a minimum.
