Below | have outlined some reminders and information:

Attendance and punctuality:

| will always refer to the importance of attendance and punctuality. Children need to be in school and
on time in order to be successful both socially and academically. Mrs. Pal will be contacting any families
who are at risk of their child becoming persistently absent (attendance of below 92%) over the coming
weeks to arrange a meeting to discuss any barriers. Also, any child who has 10 unauthorised sessions
(equivalent to 5 school days) across a 10-week rolling period, will receive notice of a penalty fine - this
includes the previous Summer term into Autumn term. Children arriving on time, entering school with
their peers is crucial - this allows for smooth transitions into their learning, with no missed learning. |
ask that you refer to the Attendance Policy when your child is absent and request any time off in line
with the policy.

School uniform

As part of my end of term newsletter, | shared the expectations of uniform and its importance. | am
delighted that so many families have considered and adhered to this when purchasing uniform over the
summer — thank you. Children who are ready in their correct uniform are being noticed, praised and
rewarded by class teachers and myself. I’d like to share the standard expected again and draw your
attention to some particular parts:
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Item of uniform

Blue Polo Shirt (Reception and KS1), Blue shirt with burgundy tie
(KS2) (with or without school logo)

Royal Blue Sweatshirt or cardigan (with or without school logo)
Grey [ black trousers /skirt / tailored shorts/pinafore dress

Summer check or striped dress in school colours of blue

Black, sensible shoes/trainers for school. Any trainers must be fully
black, including any logo or sole.

Flipflops and heeled shoes are not appropriate.

PE wear

Plain white t-shirt — no visible branding of any kind. School logo
optional

Plain navy / black shorts (or joggers/leggins in colder weather)
School jumper/dark plain hoody (in colder weather)

Suitable, safe footwear such as trainers for outdoor PE

Any trainers worn as part of the daily school uniform must be all black. If they have a logo (tick or
otherwise) this must be black, along with the sole. For PE, the white t-shirt must be completely plain
aside of the school logo if you wish to. Teachers will be supporting families in ensuring they have the
correct uniform by sending uniform reminder letters home, indicating which parts of the above uniform
are missing. Uniform Exchange have donated an abundance of uniform so please don’t struggle if you
can’t find a plain t-shirt or other items — just contact the office. Jewellery is also not permitted, aside of
one stud earring in each ear, which ideally would be removed on a PE day. | thank you for your support
and understanding with the importance of uniform as it truly unites and brings together our pupils as
all being part of Lepton Primary Academy.

Clubs

We always get such a fabulous response to children wanting to take part in after school clubs that we
want to make it fair for all as the feedback was that many children missed out due to when the clubs
were released on ParentPay. We are going to trial the new system with Art club first. Initially, Art club
will be set up so that any parents/carers can confirm their interest in their child attending. Once the
deadline has passed, the office will then allocate children and you will receive a notification. Any
children who miss out will be prioritised for the next half term. Other clubs to start with will be first
come, first served as they typically haven’t filled straight away.

Medication

Please ensure that any prescribed medication in the form of inhalers, EpiPens etc are in school so we
can store them safely if your child should need them. These need to be delivered to the office.

Snacks

A reminder that snacks are healthy and nut free. With this in mind, and to avoid any ambiguity, if
children would like to bring a snack for playtime, this needs to either be a piece of fruit (not fruit
winders, drops or any product like that which is in a packet) or a cereal bar that is nut free.
