Teachers are now at a more skilled level 
to deliver their own PE sessions next 
academic year. Over the past 2 years, 
they have observed all of the areas of 
PE to teach and have a bank of 
pedagogical strategies to support the 
children. 
 
 
 
Data shows that 56% of PP children  and 
53% of SEND children have engaged in 
extra-curricular activities. 
 
 
 
Children were highly engaged in cultural 
dance sessions – from learning the 
history, tradition and importance of 
dances as well as enjoyment of activity. 
 
 
Children have enjoyed having skipping 
ropes and tennis balls outside at 
playtimes and observations show a 
higher level of positive social 
interactions and PD development. 
 

Despite having access to out of school 
competitions, staffing restrictions have 
meant school haven’t been able to fully 
engage in the offer. This is impacting 
children having access to these events, 
especially those who are disadvantaged. 
 
 
The percentage of children securing 
safety in swimming didn’t increase from 
the previous academic year.
