Learning and Curriculum at Lepton

Our Aims:

= provide high quality care and challenging education for all children

= work in partnership with parents to help children to learn and develop;

= offer children and parents an environment that promotes equality and values diversity

= offer a safe, nurturing and stimulating environment

Children's development and learning

We aim to ensure that each child:

= isin a safe and stimulating environment;

= has the chance to join in with other children and adults to live, play, work and learn together;

= is helped to take forward their learning and development by being helped to build on what they
already know and can do;

= has a personal key worker who makes sure each child makes good progress.

Learning through play

= Play helps young children to learn and develop through doing and talking and research has
shown to be the means by which young children learn to think. Our school uses the
Development Matters in the Early Years Foundation Stage guidance to plan and provide a range
of play activities, which help children to make progress in each of the areas of learning and
development. In some of these activities, children decide how they will use the activity and, in
others, an adult takes the lead in helping the children to take part in the activity. In all activities,
information from 'Development Matters' the Early Years Foundation Stage has been used to

decide what equipment to provide and how to provide it.

The Early Years Statutory Framework
at Lepton CofE Primary Academy

Through our provision children will:

e Explore, develop and represent learning experiences that help them to make
sense of the world;

Practise and build up ideas, concepts and skills;

Learn how to control impulses and understand the need for rules;

Be alone, be alongside others or cooperate as they talk or rehearse their feelings;
Take risks and make mistakes;

Think creatively and imaginatively;



e Communicate with others as they investigate or solve problems;
e Express fears or relive anxious experiences in a safe controlled environment.

SO,

As a Church School, we learn about the Christian faith through a variety of ways,
using a multi-sensory approach. We celebrate festivals from around the world
through drama, food tasting, dressing up and participating in Collective Worship.
Through story and dance we learn about other faiths and cultures within our local
and global communities. Reception children will also visit St John’s Church
throughout the school year.

Religious Education
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Outdoor learning

Children in Nursery learn through exploring indoors and outdoors. What they wear
has an impact on how much they can achieve.

Please supply:

e A coat — weather-proof and warm

e Wellington Boots —to be left at school (which will stay at school and sent home
each half term).

Sensible black shoes they can fasten themselves- no laced shoes

Hats — for both winter and summer

Gloves

PLEASE apply high factor sun-cream in warm weather and a lightweight coat
in case of showers (please note it is not in our policy to apply sun-cream for
your child).

Children will get “messy” when playing outdoors so please provide outdoor
coats that are suitable but warm.



School Uniform

We provide protective clothing for the children when they play with messy activities.
We encourage children to gain the skills that help them to be independent and look
after themselves. These include taking themselves to the toilet and taking off, and
putting on, outdoor clothes. Clothing that is easy for them to manage will help them
to do this. Please make sure that your child can dress and undress
independently.

For practicality and comfort in the Foundation Stage children will wear our school
polo shirt with logo and a school jumper. The uniform will comprise of:-

White/grey socks or black/grey tights

Frequently Asked Questions -

| have a concern —what do | do? — Please talk to any member of the Early
Years Staff - even the most trivial concern is important to us. The sooner we know
about something the better able we are to sort it out before it becomes a big issue.

What about homework? —

Your child will have little tasks to do at home with you. They will bring a reading book
and letters/words home. Reading forms the basis of homework throughout the
school. Your role is crucial for reinforcing learning which takes place in school. It
would be beneficial to your child if you could practise recognising and writing letter
shapes, recognising numbers, shapes and patterns in the environment. Your child’s
next steps will be shared with you at Parent’s evenings.

When will my child start reading?

It is very important to read books and share stories with your child EVERY
EVENING. Visits to the library and special quiet times to read and share books are
important and provide a positive start to reading. By reading new books your child is
exposed to new words and can build an extended vocabulary. Encourage your child
to retell the story to you using the pictures as clues. As soon as your child is ready
they will begin bringing reading books home. Not all children will start on a reading
book at the same time. There will be a parents’ workshop about reading, writing and
phonics in the Autumn Term. Details will follow nearer the time.

Do | pay for School Milk?

In the term in which your child turns 5 years old you will be required to pay for milk
but only if your child wishes to drink it. Currently milk around £15.00 per term,
dependant on the length of the term, however,this may be subject to change and we
will inform you of any changes in cost.

Please advise your preference via your Parent Account (Available from September)

Can my child have time off school for holidays?

We follow the Kirklees Attendance Policy for annual holidays and leave of absence
during term time. You would need to complete a form, provided by Kirklees and any
absence needs to be approved by the authority. Holidays will only be granted in
exceptional circumstances. Please note that a family holiday is not an exceptional
circumstance
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
